Washington and Idaho are in legislative sessionikemecent
years, things are a little quieter pertaining tdeonoycle
legislation in the two states. Let’s peek into do®rs of the
chambers and have a look at what's on the tabléhisiyear.

Washington

The past six years have been years for motorcggislation in
Washington. It seems many of the major issues haea
resolved and were just turning over old bills thever made it
through the house or senate in recent years.

SHB 1625- Tired of sitting at a left hand turn traffic figand
not having enough metal on your bike to triggerdémesor. If
passed SHB 1625 makes it legal for you to turndefa red
after one cycle of not being noticed by the sengakes sense
to us.

HB 2160— There are many places in the state where traffic
backs up and there’s no escape (such as an HOY lBe
2160 would make it legal for you to ‘lane share’afour lane
road when the average speed is crawling at lesshhilathe
posted speed limit. This one has been around foutédyears
and may be getting fine tuned enough to get socegretion.

HB 3016— Are you ready to share the road with ATV’s and
unplated dirt bikes? If passed HB 3016 would allowal city
and county governments to allow the use of OHV’s on
designated roads. Good for farming communitieshanders.
This bill is designed to add tourism into ruralas@nd is
supported by the Washington Off Highway Vehicle
Association.

SB6901- This bill essentially calls for all ORV’s to Ipdated
and states they may not operate on lands not ol éake
operator. Basically this is one of those bills wattcessive
totalitarian language. Given a few years rollinguard in the
legislative barrel parts of this bill may resurfaogut up a bit
of a fight, but in the context it's in right now ydl have to
thank your senator for not voting on this one rigwe you
speak to him or her.
